* SEE FIGURE 1...Insert (12) 3/8" short cam housings (DCH) into the holes in drawer sides
(T, T1, T3 & T4).

* Note: Make sure you do not apply glue into the holes below the cam housings. Apply 2 - 3 drops
of glue into each dowel hole in drawer sides (T, T1, T3 & T4), but do not fill with glue.

* Carefully tap (36) small wooden dowels into the holes in the outer edges of drawer sides (T, T1, T3 & T4),
using a hammer. Leave approximately 1/2" of the dowels sticking out.

drawer sides (T3 & T4).
* Slide drawer bottom (P), finished side up, into the grooves in drawer sides (T3 & T4) and drawer back

(T5).

* Wipe off excess glue with a damp cloth.
